e <+ Bein pursuit of a degree in the public education field as a teacher or as a school-
support professional.

CRITERIA FOR SELECTION:

All aspects of school life will be considered including academic, extra-curricular and
leadership. Financial need will be considered although this will not be the sole criteria.

RESPONSIBILITY OF SCHOLARSHIP WINNER:

e <+ Attend one 2021 HRSPA meeting/luncheon and explain his/her educational goals.

e <+ Return the Scholarship Recipient Report Form to the treasurer of the HRSPA one
month before tuition is due at the beginning of each semester so that half of the money
may be sent directly to the appropriate educational institution.

the recipient fail to enroll in a 4-year accredited institution or fail to complete the
semester the year following his/her high school graduation.
